We are thrilled to announce we‟re more than doubling the 
number of medical families we serve through our “H2 – 
Hospitality to the 2nd Power” Expansion Campaign!    

With over 25,000 patients per year traveling to Tulsa in 
medical crisis, the need for our services is great.  In 2006, 
we opened our first facility, a lease donation from Hillcrest 
Medical Center for one dollar per year, which includes 
seven family suites, serving approximately 550 people per 
year.  The suites are full every night, and we maintain a 
waiting list that averages 14 families per night.   

The most difficult part of our mission is knowing there are so many more families that need a place to 
sleep, meals, and the support to make it through this medical and financial crisis. We were so grateful that 
our friends at Hillcrest Healthcare System stepped up again and donated the use of a second facility, just 
eight feet from our front door!  

Our H2 Expansion Campaign began in January 2010 and will provide funds to operate, furnish and 
remodel the second facility. Within just 18 months, we reached 84 percent of our goal of 1.3 million dollars. 
We began renovations on our second facility in June 2010, which includes six additional family suites and 
a Day Room.  With the help of many wonderful donors and volunteers, this second home will take us from 
serving 550 people per year to 2,500 per year!

We are currently 

training Day Room volunteers, who will manage the Day Room schedule, check 

families in and out of the Day Room, assist families with needs while utilizing 

the Day Room, and provide that listening ear and comforting presence that the 

family needs during their difficult struggle.  

Whether youõre a 

gourmet chef, or your favorite thing to make for dinner is reservations, 

you can extend boundless hospitality to families in need by providing a 

meal. Although nothing says òhomeó like a home cooked meal, we also 

welcome store bought lasagnas or casseroles that we can freeze and 

cook for days which we do not have a meal provided. In addition to the 

evening meals, we take donations of snacks, soups, microwavable 

meals, breakfast bars, oatmeal, fruit, sandwich fixings, etc. to stock the 

Day Room and suites.

Five years ago, the vision of Hospitality House was birthed when we opened our first house with 7 

family suites.  Who would have known we would be opening our second house this soon and 

serving so many more families?  I am extremely grateful for all those who supported the vision and 

helped us build these wonderful homes which provide so much hope during a medical crisis.   

Endowing Boundless Hospitality 

You may or may not know that Hospitality House of Tulsa has been actively seeking support for our H2 Expansion to 

assist in expanding our services from 550 guests a year to 2,500. That is over a 350% increase! 

Currently we have been able to raise $1,093,577 in gifts and commitments towards the $1.3M campaign, of which 

$400,000 is for endowment.  Our goal is to raise $400,000 in endowment, which will allow us to supplement our 

operating budget for programs and facilities.  This may not seem like much, but we are committed to building long 

term sustainability today so that in the future we can reach more families.

If you are 70 ½, the government is now allowing you to distribute portions of your IRA to the charity of your 

choiceτcompletely tax free.
