1 Working with some amazing Tulsa celebrities and dance instructors as we learned to ballroom dance like the stars, and in the process,
raised $25,000 for families facing a medical crisis away from home to a sold-out venue!

1 Hearing the news of some amazing miracles of health restoration when previously there had been no hope.

Sweating with volunteers and staff during the summer heat to help with our expansion project, which will double the number of families we
serve next year.

1 Learning Cherokee words so | could say do na da' go hv i (Until we meet again) to a 20 year old wife, mother, and warrior who lost her
battle with leukemia, but won the war! It was a privilege to serve Crystal's family these last 2+ years.

1 Receiving survey results from our families which measured the significant impact HHT has made in their lives. You may not think this is
very exciting but read on to hear how your contributions made a difference!
1 84% said that proximity or nearness of HHT to their patient’s hospital had a very positive impact on their stress level.

1 Staying at HHT helped 9 patients (12%) and 12 guests (11%) avoid eviction or foreclosure on their home (personal funds could
be used for rent/mortgage instead of out of pocket expenses during medical crisis)

1 Before staying at HHT, 58% were only sleeping 4 hours or less a day; During their stay , 90% slept 5—8 hours a day.
1 Before staying at HHT, only 17% of people were eating 3 meals a day. During their stay, 53% were eating 3+ meals.

1 Beforéheir stay at HHT the levels of anxiety were : Duringdheir stay at HHT the levels of anxiety were:
54% Severe 12% Severe
28% High 28% High
12% Mild 54% Mild

1 74% said their stay at HHT positively or very positively affected their prayer life.

This year has also been a financial struggle for Hospitality House. We are completely funded by donations from generous people like you.
