Q: Who can stay at The Hospitality House? 

A: Family members of inpatients being treated at any 
Tulsa Hospital who live more than 30 miles outside 
the greater Tulsa area.   

Q:  Do guests need a reservation?        

A: To stay at The Hospitality House, guests must be 
referred by a social worker, case manager, nurse, 
chaplain, or physician. 

Q: Is there a charge to the families? 

A: Because we are a non-profit organization, we ask our 
families to contribute a nominal donation to help 
defray costs.  Suggested donations range from $1τ
$10 a night to help defray the costs of upkeep and 
operations.   

 

¶ Welcome Center Hosts 

Assist staff with daily activities in the Welcome Center, including 
checking guests in and out, preparing and delivering meals, 
laundry, answering phones, routine apartment checks, 
housekeeping, office assistance, and more. Daily volunteer

We offer prayer support for our families, which 90 percent of 
the families request upon checking into Hospitality House. 
Volunteers pray over the prayer cards and write encouraging 
notes to the families, which we leave in the apartments for 
them to read when they get home from a stressful day at the 
hospital.  Volunteers wanting participate in the prayer card 
ministry can come in any time during Welcome Center. 

¶ Meals of Love 

Nothing says "home" better than a home-cooked meal 
prepared by people who truly care. Help ease the stress and 
financial burden for families in medical crisis and give them a

Our new facility includes a day room, which will serve the 
families on the waiting list that cannot immediately get into a 
suite. Families, the majority of whom are sleeping in waiting 
rooms or cars before checking into Hospitality House, can come 
to the Day Room for a shower, a nap, a meal, prayer 
support, children's activities, or to do laundry. Volunteers assist 
families with needs,  manage the Day Room schedule, maintain 
a welcoming environment, and most of all...provide the 
listening ear and comforting presence that these families need 
during their difficult struggles.  Shift are flexible according to 
volunteer availability.
